ATTORNEY SUBMISSION OF PROPOSED CM/ECF ORDERS

Proposed orders must be submitted in PDF format and the upper-right hand corner (4% inches
from the right-hand margin and 3 inches from the top) should be blank as this is where the
judge’s electronic signature will be placed. If you have created the order in a word processing
application, the order should be directly converted to pdf format using Adobe Acrobat Writer.
Please do not print the order to paper and then scan the order (unless, of course, you are
uploading an order someone else prepared, such as a stipulated order, then you have no choice
but to scan the order). Please do not also submit the order on paper.

To submit an order for signature by the judge on the CM/ECF system, follow these steps:

1.

If submitting an order that rules on a motion or other matter in the bankruptcy case (main
case) or adversary proceeding, select either Bankruptcy or Adversary event as
appropriate.

Select Order Upload.

Select Upload Single. (Upload Sua Sponte is to be selected only if the order does not
relate to a filing such as a stipulated order.)

The case number format must be the fully qualified number, which includes the office
code, year, case type, and number, such as 2-07-bk-1234 or 2-07-ap-567.

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A Related Document Number is required. You cannot submit an order using Upload
Single Order without the related document number. If there is a related document, but
you do not know the number, you may click on Next, without inputting a related number,
and you will be able to search for the related document in the same manner as during the
filing process. If there is no related document, the order must be submitted using the
Upload Sua Sponte option. (See No. 10 below.) An order granting a motion for relief
from the automatic stay must not be submitted until after the certificate of service and no
objection is filed. The order granting relief from the automatic stay should be related to




the motion and not the certificate of service and no objection. Do not use the Order
Upload event to submit the proposed order when filing the motion for relief from stay.
